The Navy established Its first shore-based medical
activity in the Naples area on October 3, 1951 when the
personnel of the USS Adirondack moved ashore to
establish the Headquarters of U.S. Naval Support Activity,
Naples. To provide support for the increasing number of
military and their dependents, a 50-bed infirmary was set
up in Afragola.

In March of 1954, the infirmary was moved to a
remodeled building in Naples. All medical services were
centralized within this structure and the dispensary and
Infirmary were decommissioned.
