- From August to October of 1973, the Naples area 
experienced an outbreak of cholera. The hospital in Agnano 
served a crucial role in curbing the spread of this outbreak. The 
hospital vaccinated thousands of Neapolitans using fast-action 
pistol syringes. They are credited with vaccinating over 160,000 
people.  

This clinic was 
located on the island of Sardinia. The clinic remained open 
until 2008.
- On July 9, 1974, a MEDEVAC flight (Douglas VS-3B - On July 9, 1974, a MEDEVAC flight (Douglas VS-3B 
Skywarrior plane) departed Capodichino airport headed to 
Rota, Spain. The flight engine malfunctioned during its initial 
ascent resulting in the plane crashing. The plane crashed on a 
farm in the Casoria area of Italy. This resulted in eight 
passenger deaths, injury to the landowner as well as children 
playing near the crash site. The hospital provided mortuary 
affairs support managing the collection of human remains.       affairs support managing the collection of human remains.       
- In 1975, two ships collided off the coast of Sicily. The USS 
Belknap (CG 26) and the USS John F Kennedy (CV 67); U.S. 
Naval Hospital Naples assisted with treating those injured as a 
result of this collision; including casualties and burn victims. 
The hospital provided supplies to triage burn victims and 
ambulances transferred patients from helicopters to the U.S. 
Naval Hospital in Agnano.
