- On November 23, 1980, an earthquake of a 6.9 seismic scale, hit Naples, 
Italy, in addition to aftershocks. 4,689 people died as a result. The U.S. Naval 
Hospital Naples dispatched medical support to the Salerno area to assist 
with the emergency response. Some patients were admitted to the hospital 
until they were stable and could be returned to their families. The patient 
liaison was crucial in the communication between the Naval hospital and 
the Italian authorities. .

- In April of 1988, the United Service Organization (USO) suffered a terrorist 
attack. A car bomb exploded in Calata San Marco. This resulted in the death 
five individuals, four Italian citizens and one American; several others were 
injured. There was a fashion show going on that evening in the basement of 
the building. The bomb exploded at 8:00pm, when the fashion show was 
set to finish. Thankfully the fashion show was running late, which likely 
mitagated many deaths and injuries. Mr. Ralph Sgambato of U.S. Naval 
Hospital Naples assisted in identifying the American casualty in this 
accident, Angela Santos. U.S. Naval Hospital Naples dispatched ambulances 
to the site of the blast to retrieve American sailors from area hospitals as well 
as the site of the blast itself.
