- In 1994, talks started of moving both the hospital and tenant 
commands out of Agnano to a surrounding area in Naples in order 
increase security and decrease costs; the supporting commands 
were located in the Agnano area near the hospital, however each 
command leased land on different properties with various landlords; 
with each lease renewal, the rent gradually increased for each 
property, which became financially unsustainable. 
- In 1996, U.S. Naval Hospital Naples established itself as a “center - In 1996, U.S. Naval Hospital Naples established itself as a “center 
of excellence” as a result of the Joint Commission on Accreditation 
in Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO). The hospital earned a 97% 
score according to JCAHO’s standards, including infection control 
and ambulance operations.
- Congressmen, engineers, and base leadership explored various - Congressmen, engineers, and base leadership explored various 
areas to establish a Support Site, including Triflisco in Caserta, near 
Capua. They eventually settled on Gricignano di Aversa in 1997. 
- In the middle of the night of May 5, 1998 a mudslide occurred 
from Mount Sarno and Pizzo Alvano. This mudslide buried five 
towns and resulted in 161 deaths and many injuries. 
- U.S. Naval Hospital Naples supported Canadian forces engaged - U.S. Naval Hospital Naples supported Canadian forces engaged 
in “Operation Sarno”, a clean up assistance effort backed by the 
Canadian government. U.S. Naval Hospital Naples provided medical 
support to these forces; in addition, the hospital assisted in moving 
any injured Canadian forces to the Mediterranean Clinic, an Italian 
facility, and then to their home nation of Canada. 
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
